For one-way travel (AM or PM) there will be one flat monthly charge of $15.00. There will be no pro-

rating for fewer than 5 days per week.

For round-trip travel (AM and PM) there will be one flat monthly charge of $25.00. There will be no pro-

rating for fewer than 5 days per week.

Casual riders will be charged $1.00 each ride (or $2.00 per day). Arrangements for drop-ins are to be

made by emailing the office no later than 3:00 p.m. the day prior to travel.

Please submit one cheque for September and nine post-dated cheques dated for the 1st of
each month for October 1st through June 1st. Post-dated cheques or the balance in full is due in the
accounting office by September 22, 2015. Cheques should be made payable to Vancouver Talmud

Torah.



GENERAL SCHOOL BUS RULES ‘\“
1. All students must remain seated and behave appropriately.
2. Students cannot save seats for friends. The driver reserves the right to assign seats.
3. All students must sit straight in their seat (never standing while the bus is in motion) with

knees in front of them and hips squarely on the bench.

4, If a student opens a window it should be closed upon leaving the bus.
5. Students must not put any body part out the window or throw anything out the window.
6. Voice levels must be at an absolute minimum in order for the driver to concentrate on driving

and safety. There will be no shouting or screaming at any time.

7. When the driver or assistant speaks, students are to remain quiet until his/her message has
been conveyed.

8. No eating or drinking is allowed on the bus at any time.

9. No garbage is to be left on the floor or in between the seats — there is a garbage bin at the
front of the bus that should be used when exiting.

10. Students not following these rules will have bus privileges suspended.
These rules concern SAFETY and are to be adhered to at all times.

This is a school-sponsored activity and as such all rules and regulations of VTT apply for the duration
of the trip. Should a student deliberately contravene these regulations subsequent disciplinary action
by the Principal or a school official will follow.
